Greetings in Non-sexist Spanish! Days of the week
“Hola” is “hello/hi”

“Hiya” and “Hi you guys” (which is sexist regardless what people without a feminist intelligence say) is “Hola a todos” (sexist as well, in the masculine plural), you can say “Hola a todo el mundo”

Then, you have the usual

Buenos días

Buenas tardes

Buenas noches 

to greet in the morning, afternoon and evening.

Buenas noches is also good for “Good night” and if you’re about to go to bed you can add “Que duermas bien” if just talking to one person and “Que durmáis bien” if talking to more than one person.

You can also say “¡Dulces sueños!” (sweet dreams)

And “Que descanses” (Hope you have a good night rest) for the you singular and “Que descanséis” for the you plural.
¿Qué tal? means “How are you doing?” “How’s it going?” “What’s up?” “How are you?”
“Bien, gracias” means “I’m OK / well, thanks/thank you”

Regular (So so; not so good)

Tirando (dragging along)

Bastante contenta (really happy), bastante contento (for the masculine)

¡Feliz! (happy!)

Aburrida, aburrido (bored)

No me siento bien (I don’t feel well)

Hasta luego (see you later)

Hasta la vista (see you)

Hasta el lunes (see you on Monday)

martes, miércoles, jueves, viernes, sábado, domingo

Hasta la semana que viene (see you next week)

¡Adiós! (Goodbye)

Ciao (from Italian)

Agur (from Basque)
